3. Presentation description- 50 word paragraph describing your presentation (this will be the description listed in the program if your presentation is selected)
4. Specific learning objectives
5. 300-500 word abstract
6. 2 speaking references including name, organization, phone number, and topic presented
The abstract should be typewritten and double-spaced. The abstract review process includes several reviewers per abstract. Only completed applications with all attachments will be reviewed.  If your packet is incomplete it will not be considered.

Please note the all communications from NASW-NM will go to the primary presenter. It will be the responsibility of that presenter to convey information to co-presenters. Presenters will be admitted to the day they are presenting at the conference without charge but will be required to register and pay conference fees if they plan to attend any additional days. One honorarium per presentation will be mailed to the primary presenter; it is the responsibility of the primary presenter to split the check with any co-presenters.
